YOU CAN IMPROVE YOUR EXPLANATION BY

· Explaining an internal control. (Describe the control  and how it  works in detail)  

· Explaining an external control (Describe the control  and how it  works in detail) 
· Using specific examples in your explanation .  This means you should mention names of companies, films they produce, names of key personnel and you should be able to give some detail about these.  e.g. how many million $s did they make last year? The name of a director and what he did in a particular named film

· Writing in greater detail and depth.  You have 11/2 hours to write so give out as much detail as you can to show you know what you are talking about.  e.g. you have said Sony is one of the big multinational companies. So describe it in depth, companies it controls, give examples of films it produces.  And/Or take one film and show how it is controlled by this company.   

·  Explaining an aspect of how this industry is organised. (Describe this aspect and how it works in detail) e.g. ownership details, how a studio works, divisions between pre, post production and marketing etc, how the different roles work in a film production.

· Explaining a specific role by describing in detail what they do, backed up by an actual example  e.g. a film director
· Explaining a relationship between two different roles with a named example. e.g. describe how a film director and a producer interact in their work by explaining how this happened in a particular production 

YOU CAN SHOW ANALYSIS BY

· Describing the implications of a control or organisational aspect on the product, industry, audience, other  producers  or media.

·  Supporting answers with specific details or examples 

YOU CAN MAKE YOUR ANALYSIS PERCEPTIVE BY:
· Linking several factors together to look at overall implications 

· Linking outside this industry to another industry, with specific detail 

· Take both sides of an issue and draw a conclusion, with evidence 

· Offer an alternative viewpoint, with evidence

· Link it to wider issues about the media or society e.g. capitalism, economics, ideology, consumerism, cross media ownership, culture, audience etc 

YOU CAN MAKE YOUR WRITING CLEARER BY

· Having a plan that you use

· Starting with an introductory paragraph

· End with a conclusion

· Try and use the words in the question in your answer.  e.g. “one important internal control is.....”  

· Refer back to your named industry at regular intervals e.g. “Another important organisational control in the Hollywood film studio industry is........ “

· Try to make sure you are writing in paragraphs.  Miss a line between paragraphs if that makes it clearer.

· Make yourself a check list of important words and phrases you can use and make sure you can use them and spell them correctly.  The same with names of companies, films and people.  e.g. VIacom, Sony, Peter Jackson, multinational conglomerate, Hollywood.

· You won’t be marked down if you spelling is weak, but it is a sign you have knowledge and understanding of  the topic if you can spell key things.
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
