There are several opportunities in this unit for students to Describe/Explain/Analyse the Representation of New Zealand Youth and the messages/values present in the texts we studied. 
We used the summary activity essay as a formative assessment in preparation for the external exam and to give feedback to students. See the Beacon school background notes for a rational for formative practices such as self and peer assessment, questioning and use of exemplar material.

· Remind them they MUST have actual examples from texts they have studied.

· Tell them to answer EVERY question.
