	PROGRAMME PLANNING



Years 12 – 13 should be planned together so that there is good sequential flow of learning.  The learning at level 3 should build on level 2.

There should be explicit identification of what knowledge has been at each level and what processes and skills have been taught.

Contexts and units should be relevant to students lives and should take into account the strengths and interests of teachers, facilities, equipment, and environment

Overviews of each level should show

· Units being taught

· Contexts used for each Unit 

· Media Studies concepts covered

· Time frame for modules

· Connections to the NZ curriculum

· Assessment tool or tools for each module

Unit planning

Quality teaching and learning tell us that

· There needs to be explicit learning outcomes

· These outcomes should align with the NZ curriculum

· Students should know what the outcomes are

· Success criteria could and should be negotiated with students

· Each lesson should have a learning intention that is communicated to students

· Students should have time to process learning and put it into practice

· Feedback to students should be specific and related to module outcomes and lesson learning intentions

· Students should be able to verbalize what they need to do next

· Students should have time to act on feedback and be given further feedback on this

Year Planner

A year planner is important for both teacher and student.   

The planner should outline 

· When modules of work will start and end 

· When assessments are due or when the final date for gathering of evidence is. 

· Work in with the inevitable interruptions of the school year

· Plan for field trips, editing days etc

BE AWARE that final results are due to the Principal’s nominee around the first week in November.  Check with your school to see when the actual date is.
