	Does this tell me who, what, where, why, when?

	Stories contain essential supporting information in a coherent and logical sequence.
	The paragraphs clearly go from most important to least important details.  It outlines the main idea first, then the less important details.  It does not have to follow a “timeline” sequence.  Supporting quotes should be with the paragraphs that they are supporting.

	Paraphrasing accurately reflects the given information
	Is what you have written accurately taken from the material you collected? (need to include notes from interviews and research) ie when you summarise what you have been told is it reflecting what the person said

	1.4
	Choice of language meets audience requirements.

Range:
clarity of meaning, readability.
	Is it clear what the story is about?

Is it able to be read?

	1.5
	Story is fair, accurate, and balanced
	Are the details accurate? Have you been fair to the people interviewed or the people mentioned? Have you presented other viewpoints ?

	1.6
	Opinion and fact are clearly differentiated.
	Story is factual and has quotes and opinions clearly shown

	1.7
	Sources of information are given
	When opinions are given it is clear who has given these. You can use quotes with the name of the person or a summary of what they said, making it clear who said it.

	
	
	

	2.1
	Common style conventions are complied with.

Range:
formality of language, capitalisation, punctuation, numbers, abbreviations, honorifics.


	Is the story 

-correctly punctuated?

-Only used capitals for names and proper nouns

-avoids numerals except for numbers over twenty

-Omits honorific eg Mr, Sir etc for all except for teachers

-can use contractions (can’t won’t ) in quotes and profiles, but not in main body of story.

	Copy meets processing requirements.

Range:
deadline, presentation.


	-have saved the story into your folder. 

-have printed it out and put in paper folder

-have evidence of proofreading

-have laid it out according to instructions (see handout about layout guidelines)

-meets deadline

	A possible illustration is identified for each story.

Range:
photographs, information graphics, cartoon, or other drawing.


	-is your photo/illustration suitable for the story

Illustration could be a cartoon, logo, diagram, sketch
