Model answer for Narrative conventions:  This is designed as a model only- it is not the definitive “best” answer….
Characterisation:

  One of the central characters in King Kong is King Kong himself.  He is of course central to the film, and advances both the plot and the themes of the film.  Kong is a beast capable of violence and destruction.  This aspect of his character is seen when he fights the monsters on Skull Island and in the islander’s fear of him.  However, he also has a gentle, caring nature.  This is clearly shown in his developing relationship with ‘the girl’.  He treats her tenderly and with what could be described as love. This is seen in the scene where he watches the sunset with ‘the girl’.  It is also interesting that to a degree, Kong is presented in the ‘hero role’.  He saves ‘the girl’ and protects her against the monsters of skull island, thus fulfilling one of the roles generally associated with “the hero”, even though he is not the good looking hunk usually associated with this character role.  
 This duel aspect of Kong as ‘beast’ and ‘hero’, is what makes Kong an interesting and appealing character.  He wouldn’t be nearly as engaging if he were a ‘cuddly teddy bear’, nor if he were an outright monster, and King Kong would be a very different film.  As it is, the character of Kong allows the audience to explore the main themes of the film, one of which is about the conflict between the Beast VS the hero in everyone. In this way Kong is an archetype character, with a similar function as the monster of Dr Frankenstein, or ‘the beast’ in “Beauty and the beast”.  Audiences are fascinated by this character, and the film allows a safe way to explore ‘the beast’ in us all.
