10 MST Task

Design a DVD Slick

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Step 1.  RESEARCH & PLANNING
· First you must do some research.  Look at a lot of other DVD slicks/covers at a video store, online or in class.

· Decide what genre your film is going to be; romantic comedy, drama, horror, musical etc...
Step 3.  PLOT
· Then have a good long think about what your film is going to be about and write out the basic plot.
Step 4.  DEFINE YOUR FILM
· Define your film by choosing; characters, a title, actors/stars, the setting & location, costumes, props etc…
Step 6.   WRITE A ‘BLURB’ for the back of your slick
· Tell a possible audience;  why they should watch it? who is in it? and what is basically going to happen?  (Just don’t give it all away!)
