Production Task

Your task is to produce an ad that reflects an aspect of Aotearoa New Zealand.  

You have the choice of advertising the country New Zealand, using a product already available that you think reflects New Zealand or making up your own product.  

Remember to link what you see in your ad with what you hear.

Producing your ad…

Step One: Choose an aspect
Choose what aspect of New Zealand you would like to show in your ad.

A.
New Zealand as a place to come.

B.
A New Zealand product that is already available.

C.
Your own New Zealand product.

Step Two: Planning

Once you have decided what type of ad you are going to do, you must then plan a scene-by-scene breakdown and storyboard.

Decide what action you are going to have in your ad and separate it into scenes.  At this point check with me to get approval for the idea.

Storyboard each scene making sure you have used a variety of shots and angles.

Step Three: Props
Once your storyboard is complete work out if there are any props you need and make them or organise them to be brought to school.

Step Four: Shooting
Once all the planning and props are ready, you are ready to film.  One person from the group is responsible for getting the camera and returning it. Make sure you take your storyboard with you when you go out to film.  Remember we are filming in sequence so you must stick to your plan. As a group you are responsible for making sure the tape and storyboard are returned to the production box at the end of each day’s shooting.  

Step Five: Screening
You will screen your ad to the class.
