	An explanation is submitted that explains how the photo will be cropped/sized to enhance the image – could include – removing unwanted material, focus more clearly on subject, enlarging 
	Kapahaka is explained in terms of removing unwanted material “Crop left hand side to remove leg…because it looks cluttered..”
