Image into Action.

This module has an animation focus.  We will look at the different styles of animation, such as computer animation, claymation and cell animation. We will complete a brief study of The Simpsons where you will design your own episode.  You will then practice your close reading skills on an animation film and also have a chance to create your own animation.
